
Emerald Instructions: 
When threading the bobbin start with the post on the right. This 

will continue to put pressure on the bobbin holding it securely on 

the shaft. Also note that the thread comes off the back of the spool 

this keeps the thread in a consistent location on the tensioning 

posts. 

Tensioning Instructions: 

You tighten the tension by turning the knob clockwise this pulls the bolt into the shaft causing it to expand and apply 

pressure to the inside of the thread spool. To remove tension you turn the knob counter-clockwise it the bolt doesn’t 

naturally pop back out of the shaft you may need to apply pressure to the knob to slide the bolt back out.  

Note in the non tensioned state 

the bolt extends out of the shaft 

and will usually rattle slightly if 

you shake the Emerald.

Note in some 

cases you may 

need to push on 

the knob to force 

the tension bolt to 

slide out.

When tensioning, the bolt is drawn 

into the shaft forcing it to expand 

into the spool center. Turning the 

knob clockwise tightens it and 

counter clockwise should remove 

tension.
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
